 The America First Warehouse will be on hand outside along with their partners The America 
First Warehouse Ultra MAGA Store selling their patriotic gear, and visitors can tour the 
TAFW Travel Van, a mobile salute to American pride. 

The event begins at 10:00 a.m. To kick things off there will be both an outdoor and indoor 
invocation by Bishop Raimondi of St. Peter & St. Paul’s Church, followed by a stirring rendition of 
the National Anthem performed by local singer/talent/entertainer Pamella Lee.
